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Technology for Growth and Learning 
Grant Update—$32,000 raised so far 
 
In order to meet the needs of a growing student body, the 
board decided to raise funds for a new computer lab. Thanks 
to the support of the community, twenty-six computers were 
purchased in March.  New teacher and staff computers were 
installed over spring break.    
 
Nearly thirty two thousand dollars have been raised so far.
